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As a former teacher, Dr. Tony Arza believes that educating is the greatest 
responsibility of society. He is currently working as an Education Consultant 
with Mountain Moving Strategies, Inc., providing support to educational 
organizations across the state of Florida, including post-secondary institutions.  
 
Previously, Dr. Arza served as an educator with True North Classical Academy in 
Miami-Dade County. In addition, he was the founder of a non-profit 
organization, Mountain Moving Ministries, at the age of 15. This organization 
was instrumental in making it possible for him to complete mission work in 
Uganda and Honduras.
